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Lent = Springtime

“‘Remember man that you are dust and
unto dust you shall return.” We are all familiar
with this prayer, used with the imposition of
ashes. We have another option which | greatly
prefer. “Repent and believe in the Gospel.”

Forty days is a long time. Forty years
was considered a lifetime in the time of Jesus.
We have forty long days to retreat, step back if
you will and ponder, pray and reflect on the
power, presence and person of our Dear Lord
in daily thoughts, words and deeds.

I'd like to offer you a few suggestions on
how all of us can “Repent and believe in the
Gospel.” God’s good news for each of us.

First of all, I'd ask you to get together
with your spouse and family. Decide as a
family which day will be our “No TV and or
computer day.” Lent is about saying “Yes” to
God and “No” to self. So many good people
say to me... “Gee, Father, I'd really like to have
the time to go to an extra Mass each week or
read the Bible, pray the Rosary, read a good
book, if I only had the time. With the click of a
button, God Almighty gives us two to three
hours or more to do His Will. I'd advise putting
a piece of paper on the TV or computer screen
that reads, “This is our No TV Day” or our “No
Computer Day.”

One
family told me they pulled the plug and put an
old army blanket over the TV or computer.

Try it, you'll be impressed at how much
you can accomplish with those two or three
more hours in time wasted staring at a
machine.

Another great idea. It all has to do with
stewardship of not only treasure but time and
talent as well.

This idea has to do with stewardship of
treasure. Once again, say “No” to self and a
loud and clear “Yes” to the Lord. Rice Bowls
are available to all. Take the Rice Bowl, put it
in the center of your table and begin to use it.
For example, you say no to candy during Lent.
That's fantastic. Then take the next step. After
giving up the candy, take the money you would
have spent on the candy and put it in the Rice
Bowl. | know a family that used the Rice Bowl
all year long. Whenever they splurge and say
buy pizza and beer, they put exactly the same
amount of money and put it in the Rice Bowl.
At the end of each month the family decides
where the money should go, i.e.; Cancer
Society, Heart Fund, Building Fund for the
Church, etc.

Other ideas include attending one extra
Mass each week, praying the Rosary each
day, reading the Bible, I'd recommend starting
and reading St. Mark’'s Gospel all the way
through, about one and a half hours. This is
the year of reading St. Mark’'s Gospel. Then
jump right into the Letters of St. Paul, this is the
year of St. Paul, then to the Acts of the
Apostles.

I'm sure all of you reading this article
have many more suggestions on how to use
the “found time” to respond to the Lord’s Holy
will as our Blessed Mother Mary did. Might our
response to the Lord’s will and call this holy



season of Lent be the same as hers, “Be it
done to me, according to Thy will.”

If anyone has any brilliant suggestions,
please let me know. They could be framed in
the prayer we offer constantly at Ascension
Church, “For those in most need of a card, call,
visit or prayer...”. Let each of us respond
“Yes” especially during this holy season of
Lent.

Freedom Isn't Free
Remembering Those Who Paid

LONG, CHARLES R.

Rank and organization: Sergeant, U.S. Army,
Company M, 38th Infantry Regiment, 2d
Infantry Division. Place and date: Near
Hoengsong, Korea, 12 February 1951. Entered
service at: Kansas City, Mo. Born: 10
December 1923, Kansas City, Mo. G.O. No.:
18, 1 February 1952. Citation: Sgt. Long, a
member of Company M, distinguished himself
by conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity above
and beyond the call of duty in action against an
armed enemy of the United Nations. When
Company M, in a defensive perimeter on Hill
300, was viciously attacked by a numerically
superior hostile force at approximately 0300
hours and ordered to withdraw, Sgt. Long, a
forward observer for the mortar platoon,
voluntarily remained at his post to provide
cover by directing mortar fire on the enemy.
Maintaining radio contact with his platoon, Sgt.
Long coolly directed accurate mortar fire on the
advancing foe. He continued firing his carbine
and throwing hand grenades until his position
was surrounded and he was mortally wounded.
Sgt. Long's inspirational, valorous action halted
the onslaught, exacted a heavy toll of enemy
casualties, and enabled his company to
withdraw, reorganize, counterattack, and
regain the hill strongpoint. His unflinching
courage and noble self-sacrifice reflect the
highest credit on himself and are in keeping
with the honored traditions of the military
service.
