 I’m going to pray that all of us can be 
inspired by this Holy Season to allow our 
spiritual springtime i.e.: Lent to continue to 
grow, develop, flower, bloom, etc.  that, like 
the first Penance class we can think of all 
kinds of creative ways to love God back.
